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WET MOUNTAIN FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT
February 12th, 2025

The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Wet Mountain Fire Protection District was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by President Jerry Livengood. Jerry Livengood, Jeremy Handy, Roger Squire and Paul Young (Board Members), were present. Also in attendance were Chief Coleman, Battalion Chief Tillotson and District Clerk Teri Munson. Jessica Faggiano joined the meeting at 5:34pm.

The pledge was led by Paul Young.

There was no public comment. 

Paul Young motioned to approve the Consent Agenda, Jeremy Handy seconded the motion, motion carried.

Paul Young motioned to approve the February 11th-12th, 2025 Treasurer’s report including check numbers 199257 & 199258, Jessica Faggiano seconded the motion, motion carried.

Chief’s Report: The board reviewed Chief Coleman’s written report. Chief Coleman addressed the rumor that he was offered a job with DFPC (false) as well as the rumor that WMFPD was shutting down the airport substation (also false). Chief also informed the board that the department’s new Type 3 left Boise, ID today for final inspection at Front Range in Castle Rock. Chief also gave his annual report to the BOCC and Town of Silver Cliff and will be attending the Town of Westcliffe’s meeting next week. He signed off on the 2025 Mutual Aid agreements, and attended last night’s 2024 Spirit Campaign event, which brought in a donation of $42,141.56.

Clerk’s Report:  the board reviewed the Clerk’s report. 

Old Business:
A. Membership: Jerry Livengood motioned to approve the purchase of $2500.00 for the delete kit for R972, Roger Squire seconded the motion, motion carried. 
B. Grants Update: The 2025 DFPC Safety grant is due Feb 19th and will be submitted. Battalion Chief Faggiano is submitting the final requests on the generator grant that was awarded. 	
C. Appointment of Board Officers: Paul Young motioned to reconsider the January vote of appointments. After a brief discussion with the board, Paul Young withdrew his motion. 
D. 2025 Election Update: Self nomination forms are due February 28th, 2025 by 4pm. Teri Munson will be working in the office that day. 
E. CDOT Reimbursement: Jessica Faggiano motioned to approve the CDOT reimbursement, Paul Young seconded the motion, motion carried. 
F. Chief Holiday Pay: Teri Munson will send the board Chief Coleman’s job description as well as employment letter for the board to review, adding executive session to the March agenda if necessary.

New Business:
A. E911 Report: Chief Coleman reported E911 held their quarterly meeting. The Custer County board is still firm on not combining with the Fremont County board.  
B. Online Banking Access: Jessica Faggiano motioned to add the Board President (Jerry Livengood) to the UBB online banking and CSafe accounts. Paul Young seconded the motion, motion carried. Additionally, Jessica Faggiano motioned to open a second CSafe account strictly for donation funds, with the opening balance being the amount transferred from donations into the original CSafe account. Teri Munson will report the to board the opening balance at the March meeting. Paul Young seconded the motion, motion carried. 
C. Battalion Chief Job Description: The board made edits to the job description. Teri Munson will update the document reflecting those changes and bring it back to the board for the March board meeting. 
D. New SCBA Packs and Bottles: The board reviewed the new pack and bottle left by the Curtis representative, as well as reviewed the quote for 20 new packs and bottles ($176,075.00). Teri Munson will look into grants for SCBA, Chief Coleman will take a bottle inventory of what we have on hand, as well as reach out to Scott on quote to retro-fit Scott bottles we have to new packs. The board also asked for a year to date budget so they could review where funds could come from. Teri Munson will be sending out an email to department heads, letting them know large purchases are on hold until the department figures out SCBA bottles and packs. 
E. AEDs and Trauma Kits: due to the above item, the department will apply for a grant in July and look into purchasing AEDs then. No additional funds for trauma kits at this time.
F. Sales Tax: Chief Coleman asked the board to consider implementing a sales tax to generate additional revenue to the department. The board asked Chief to look into other districts that have done this. Teri Munson mentioned recalling this discussion at a SDA workshop and will look into that also. This will be reported back to the board at the March board meeting. 
G. Hunter’s Safety: The board approved hosting the 2025 Hunter’s Safety class at Main Station on March 8th & 9th. This brought up the discussion that any use of the facility to outside agencies (other than inter-agencies) must have board approval and a member of the department present. 
H. Next Special Meeting: there will be no special meeting in February. All items for discussion will be on the March 12th agenda.
